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Black January

It is difficult to talk about the
“January 20” tragedy. It is difficult
because when you speak, you feel
deceived, betrayed and insulted as a
representative of the Azerbaijani
nation. On that day, the Soviet
regime, a part of which we had been,
sent its ruthless military machine
against us. It wanted to subjugate us
by force of arms, because we wanted
independence. But they did not
manage. We did not turn away from
our path to independence. We gave
many martyrs along the way, but we
won our freedom.

I remember that night well. We
lived near the “Beshmartaba”, in the
house above the Chess Club. Now
this street is called Azerbaijan
Avenue. Many people suggested
that the army might enter the city,
and they talked about it. But no one
could imagine that this army, the
Soviet army, would treat its citizens
in such a cruel way. In the evening
we were at home with the whole
family. We were all tense, the
atmosphere in the city felt like as if
something was going to happen. At
about eight o’clock, the television
broadcast was cut off. Later we
learned that the army entering the
city had blown up the power block of
the Republican TV station. This
provocation was done to keep people
unaware of the declared state of
emergency. At that time, there was
no internet, the only source of
information was television.

Shots were heard from the
streets at night. The noise of shots
was getting louder and louder. Soon,
hundreds of “tracer” bullets lit up
the dark night sky. The fighting took
place in the ”Salyan barracks”, not
far from us. A few of our soldiers
were defending themselves there
from a soviet military armed with
tanks and heavy equipment. The
bullets were flying so closely that we
moved away from the window and
turned off the lights. My mother was
very scared. My brother and I tried
to calm her down. We did not sleep
that night. The next day, various
rumors circulated about what had
happened. Only a few days later the
exact extent of the tragedy and the
number of innocent people killed
were announced.

I remember one thing. Below us,
on the fifth floor, lived our neighbors
Aunt Gulara and Uncle Sabir. One of
the bullets went through their
window and went into the bookshelf
hanging on the other wall of the
room. A bullet broke the glass of a
bookshelf and got stuck in books.
Aunt Gulara said that her daughter
Lala was sitting in the room at that
moment and was doing her
homework. She said: “Imagine, what
would I be doing now if this bullet
changed its direction a little and hit
my daughter?”

Although these events are
already in history, the moral wounds
inflicted on our people will remain for

a long time. Fortunately, the new
generation, today’s pupils and
students have not experienced such
a tragedy. But they need to know
our bloody history. That is why a
memorial ceremony dedicated to the
30th anniversary of the January 20
tragedy was held at ADA School on
January 17th. Speaking at the event,
history teachers Rufat Rizayev and
Jeykhun Rzayev talked about the
events they witnessed during the
bloody
recommendations to young people

January and gave

transmitting the memory of the
tragedy of January 20 to future
generations.

After the event, the students of
the ADA school visited the Alley of
Martyrs and laid a wreath at the
monument of the Eternal Flame in
memory of the heroic sons of our
country, who gave their lives for the
independence and territorial

integrity of Azerbaijan.

What do you do in your spare time?

U.S.: It depends, really. | don't think that | have any specific or extraordinary interests or hobbies: I listen to music, | watch
movies and | read books and what the specific part is the type of music that | prefer, the genre of the books | read, my
favorite directors. | really like baking and | like doing that and trying new recipes whenever | can. Actually, since we have
been in self-isolation, | realized how much time I used to spend on socializing; you know, just meeting friends and relatives.
I would spend at least a couple of hours every weekend on going somewhere to catch up with a friend to have a cup of
coffee and it definitely has changed since we have been home.

S.J.: 1 do nothing special. I’'m not good in managing my own time. This is one of my weaknesses. To be honest, I don’t
like scheduling, and when | have some free time, I usually spend it spontaneously. | watch movies on Netflix, follow news,
read articles from the internet. | spend a great part of my free time watching videos on YouTube. I think, YouTube is a
great resource where anyone can find videos of his interests. When | want to learn anything, for example, how to build a
house, or what are the rules of playing volleyball, how to apply certain technique in judo, or how to play jazz, or how to set
your photo camera to take better pictures, how to fix technical problems with your computer, or how to draw human face,
I refer to YouTube. Recently I watched the video about how to make sculpture from clay and made this sculpture. It’s not
ready yet. I’ll show you when it’s completed.

What are you currently reading?

U.S.: I started reading this book that is called “This is going to hurt” by Adam Kay who is as of now a comedian and a
public speaker. He is from England and he actually used to be a doctor which is an interesting combination already in my
opinion and this book is basically his autobiography from the period of time when he was a doctor in training under NHS
(British healthcare system) and in his book, he shares some of the clinical experiences that he had with patients. Some of
those cases are really funny and amusing and some of them are quite dark and sad but it's an interesting book because you
learn quite a lot about the world of medicine and you start empathizing with them more. It sheds light on medicine and
health care system from slightly different angle. It’s a very interesting book overall.

A.Z.: | am reading the book called “Twelve diseases that changed our world” by Sherman. Obviously, it’s based on
microbial diseases, infectious diseases which is very relevant to current Coronavirus pandemic. So, I’m reading it to get
more and better understanding of what this worldwide distributed disease is about, more and deeper of course. And I've
started my video blogging recently, so I’'m probably going to make several series about these diseases in history.
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S.J.: 'mreading “The prize” of Danial
Yergin. It’s a very famous book about
oil history, and about struggling of
different countries and personalities for
wealth and power in the world.

How is the time going for you in
guarantine?

U.S.: Itis going in waves, meaning that
some days are better than others and
some days are worse but overall, | think
I'm doing just fine! Of course, | miss
being around people, |1 miss normality
in general! You know, | miss going
outside without worrying too much
about it but I'm just trying to focus on
positivity, trying to find some benefits
of working from home. For example, |
am very aware that one of the benefits
is that | have those spare couple of
hours that | used to spend on
commuting from home to work and
vice versa (sometimes even more than a
couple of hours if the traffic jams were
really bad!). We shouldn't take it for
granted. I'm just trying to focus on the
positive sides and find silver linings in
this overall a negative situation.

A.Z.: In fact, it’s surprisingly well.
When I’m doing my online lessons of
course to other students, and apart from
that I have my own projects, which one
of them is translating fundamental
biology textbook into Azerbaijani
language. It’s been two years now we
are working, our team is working on
that. Yes, the video blogging, and book
readings, so in fact, the quarantine
times is surprisingly good for me. I'm
working hard and productive. But after
awhile, I guess, some maybe weeks ago
it becomes boring, so we need to see
some people around.

S. J.: Of course, it’s kind of boring,
because you can’t go out, go to work,
meet with people in live. But sometimes
you need a time to spend with yourself,
to think, to analyze what you’ve done
and what is there ahead to achieve.

But being on quarantine, we all keep
working. We’ve been updating the

School handbook and policies, we met
with parents online, we meet regularly
with advisors to discuss how studying
process is going. | try to encourage
students to do some physical exercises
in order to stay fit. | do it by recording
my exercises and sharing it with
students. Also, | enrolled to online
training course by University of
Sydney. And | spend 2-3 hours every
day on that training course.

What is your dream destination?

U.S.: This is a difficult question
because there are so many! However, |
really want to see the Northern Lights
and for that | have to go up north, so
let's say Iceland which is my dream
destination anyway or Finland - they
have these igloos which are basically
glass huts or cabins in which you can
stay overnight and view the Northern
Lights. It seems like such a beautiful
experience and | would love to have it
one day.

A.Z.: My dream destination is probably
nowadays or may be for a long time in
fact South America. | would like to see
its countries and a culture. | specially
love Spanish language and special
culture, so | would love to see South
America.

S.J.: It must be a place completely
different from the place where 1 live
now. For example, Galapagos Islands.
It’s a beautiful place in South America,
situated in the Pacific Ocean, which
consists of 18 small islands. Just
imagine — a huge Pacific Ocean, huge
volcanic rocks, albatrosses sitting on
those rocks, a wide horizon, sea lions
lying on the shore, huge iguanas
climbing on the rocks, and giant
Galapagos turtles moving slowly next
to you. No people, no cars, no traffic
jams, no rushes. Just wild nature. And
you, as a small, tiny part of this nature.
Galapagos Islands — that is the place
where | would like to travel.

Do you like movies or books?

U.S.: | don't think they're mutually
exclusive, | like both. But if | know that
a certain movie is based on the book, |
will try it and read it first just to provoke
my own imagination. It is very
interesting to compare what your
imagination produced, how it perceived
characters and the settings and compare
it with the director’s version afterwards.
Sometimes books actually end up being
better than the movie, sometimes it's the
opposite — it really depends.

A.Z.: 1 don’t have a specific preference.
Books have different taste than movies.
I don’t have a preference. So, it could
be a good book, or a good movie.
Sometimes | would love to read the
book and even watch the movie that’s
based on that specific book. You see the
different interpretation of the same idea
or a text.

S.J.: | prefer movies, because they are
short and compact interpretation of
books. Sometimes movies might be like
a trigger. If you watched a movie and
were impressed by this scenario, this
may give you an impulse, encourage
you to read the book and enjoy more
details, to understand what the author
wanted to say. | remember when | was
a child, T watched Jack London’s
“White Fang”. The film made such a
strong impression on me that | found a
book and read it 3 or 4 times. But |
watched the movie first.

If you were a city which city
would you be?

U.S.: That's a very interesting and
original question! What city would |
be...? I think I wouldn't be a very large
one because I'm quite composed and
reserved so | think I would rather be a
small town or a city with lower
population. You know, a city that has
kind of slow-paced lifestyle and people
are not rushing anywhere, maybe it is
cold, so they prefer staying indoors
most time.

A.Z.: Interesting question. Well, again,
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South America is in my mind recently.
So, Santiago. Santiago de Chile in
South America. U guess | would be that
city.

S.J.. Of course, Baku. This is my
hometown. He’s very valuable to me. |
was born in Baku and grew up there. |
love every area, every building, every
stone in the Icheri Sheher. I have so
much memories connected with him.
To me, Baku is alive. That’s why I’'m
calling it he. He grew me up on his
hands, like a father. He taught me how
to be a man, how to respect parents and
older people, how respect women. He
made me the one | am now. | love this
city more than any other cities in the
world. It’s a great privilege to be born
and live in Baku.

Do you speak any other languages
except English and Azerbaijani?

U. S.: | speak Russian and | also speak
some Czech because | lived in the
Czech Republic for about two years.

A. Z.: | have lived in Turkey for a long
time, so I know Turkish very well. I’ve
studied in Russian school, so | know
Russian.

S.J.: | speak also Russian. | studied in
Russian.

What is your favorite movie and
book?

U. S.: It is very difficult to name just
one because there are so many! | could
list a few directors whose works | enjoy
in general. For example, | really like
Terry Gilliam's movies, let's say Monty
Python, Wes Anderson's movies — the
last one I have watched is called “The
Isle of Dogs” which is an animated
movie, but it's very powerful and also
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has a great soundtrack! I really like Tim
Burton's movies and animated movies -
pretty much all of them! Recently I
have recommended this documentary to
one of the students, it is called
“Cosmos: A Spacetime Odyssey” and it
is a documentary in 13 episodes. It is
about the exploration of the universe
and on top of it being very educational
(I personally learned quite a lot!) it is
also very beautifully made: the graphics
are absolutely gorgeous and it is so
captivating you can't take your eyes off
of it. It actually made me a little bit
emotional! In general, that is how I
recognize whether | like the movie or a
book: based on the emotions it
provoked or whether it provoked any
emotions at all. Especially when it
comes to fiction books. Recently | have
not been reading as much fiction
literature as | wish because of time
constraints. Unfortunately, when you
have a limited amount of time and you
have to choose between reading
professional, academic literature and
fiction purely for your enjoyment you
have to prioritize between the two and
lately | have been failing to prioritize in
favor of fiction. However, | have been
enjoying memoirs because they
incorporate the combination of what |
enjoy in a book: they still have an
educational aspect - you learn
something new, but also it can be very
captivating in the plot, people's
personal stories can be so twisted and
complicated it can be as thrilling as
some bestseller novel! For example,
one memoir that | liked is called
“Educated” by Tara Westover. Tara is a
young American woman who was born
in this super conservative Mormon
family in Utah and she was basically
deprived of normal childhood: she
didn't have birth certificate, she never

went to hospital up until she was an
adult, she didn't go to school and was
home-schooled in a very traditional
way... But she somehow managed to
leave her town and pursued her
education: she managed to graduate
Cambridge. Her life views were very
different than her family’s and she
basically shares her life’s timeline in
this book. It's very interesting - | would
highly recommend reading this book.

A.Z.. My favorite movie, | guess, is the
Motorcycle Diaries. It is youth years of
Che Guevara, when he was traveling
around the South America with his
friend, all across the South America.
That’s the movie that I like very much.
And a book... There are a lot of books
that I like. The first thing that comes
into my mind, science. I don’t
remember the author, but the book is
about, the title of the book is the ”’Short
history about nearly everything”. As far
as | remember its author is biologist,
and he writes essentially about
everything, from the perspective of
trying to understand everything in
unison, holistically. That’s the book
that comes to my mind.

S.J.: So many movies and books... It’s
hard to pick out any. Tolstoy, “War and
Peace”. From movies “Vikings”.

What were your best and worst
subjects in school?

U.S.: | liked biology, math, languages
(Russian and English), I loved literature
as well. The subject that I liked the least
was probably chemistry because | didn't
know it very well. It was okay in the
beginning but then | just must have
missed on some important essential
information and | had some major
knowledge gap that | was trying to
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follow up — it was quite challenging. Of
course, it was in a way an educational
moment for me because | learned it hard
way how important it is to be consistent in
your learning process: you miss a couple of
modules, your learning process gets
interrupted and you struggle to understand
the new following topics. Another subject
that | had some problems with was history
which is a pity because I really like history
and | understand its importance. However,
when | was a student, | had some issues
with it, partially because of the teaching
style in my school that could have been
better and partially because of the
materials: the textbooks that we had at the
time definitely could have been better. But
also, the problem was in my approach. It is
difficult to explain, but 1 was almost
learning it out of context —almost like | was
learning history of different race, different
species, | didn't really learn it so strongly in
relation to this knowledge being a part of
our cultural heritage. I think the importance
of knowing history very well is in the fact
that why we're here today is due to a
number of events that happened hundreds
of years ago, there are precedents in the
history and it's very important to know
them. However, my approach was more
fact-based which was of course aligned
with the teaching process and the demands
that came with it. The demands were fact-
based too: “Ulviyya, learn this number of
events in chronological order” which I was
struggling to do because there's no point in
memorizing the name of some event and
the date of it if you don't know why and
how it happened and what were the real
long-term consequences of it in a large
picture. If | could go back in time and
change my attitude towards learning
something | would change my attitude
towards learning history, | would try to be
more detail-oriented especially when it
comes to the history of our country, I think
it's very important.

A.Z.: Yes, sciences, mathematics, physics,
I was good at it. | liked mathematics a lot. |
don’t remember what was the subject |
didn’t like and I was worse. I don’t know.

S.J.: My best subject in school was
literature. And the worst one was physics. |
hated physics. But it must be because of the
teacher. I didn’t like the way he explained
a lesson.

With which famous person would
you want to have dinner?

A.Z.: Well, I'm not a fan of a persona, I
don’t have idols. I would prefer... I love
ideas, ideologies, | love philosophies, the
theories that change the world, that makes
you think differently. So, I would rather not
have a dinner with some specific persona,
but gather around with my friends or
interesting people, or even my students —
not even my students, but specially my
students around the dinner table and talk
about the interesting things, not necessarily
biology.

S.J.: 1 would have dinner with all famous
people in the world. At least it’s a great
possibility for me to become famous as
well. It would be someone from the Forbes
list, a billionaire, who succeeded in
business. Warren Buffet, for example. I’d
like him to share with me the secret of how
he earned his first million (laughing).

What were you like in high school?

A.Z.: Well, I was a good student, | was a
hard-working student, mostly in top
probably one or two. | was good in
mathematics, physics. Biology always
interested me, but I’m not sure if I was
always interested in biology specifically.
Probably, biology got my attention later in
last years of school, may be in eleventh
grade.

S.J.: 1 was a good boy, but unremarkable.
Even though | had good marks in school, |
was just unremarkable, always in shadow.
May be because I wasn’t so communicative
and sociable in school.

Things were completely different in music
school which I graduated at the same time
with public school. | was more notable in
music school and graduated it with
distinction.
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Who is the most impressive
famous person alive for you
today? Why?

A.Z.: As1say, it’s not about people, it’s
not about persona. People can be
wrong, a single person can be wrong in
several ways. So, it’s better to stick to
the theories rather than person. But
Noam Chomsky is one of the people
living alive, scientist, political theorist
that looks at the world with very critical
view and is one of the most cited
academicians in the whole world
human history.

S.J.: I don’t have idols and have never
had. Can 1 skip this question please?
(laughing)

What was your dream job
when you were a child?

A.Z.: You know, in Soviet times (I was
born in Soviet times) every child would
like to be a cosmonaut. So, probably my
also dream was to become a cosmonaut.
But more realistically, natural sciences
always attracted my attention. | was
always attracted to sciences. I didn’t
know | will become biologist from my
very first years. But in general, it was
sciences. | liked zoology a lot, I liked
the zoology books, | loved to redraw
those animals and planned pictures
from my zoology book. I very well
remember that. We had long
discussions with my zoology teacher.

S.J.: When | was a child, | wanted to be
a military. I also loved dogs, especially
German shepherds, and that was the
reason that | wanted to serve on Border
with service dog.

If you could stay at one age,
which age would it be?
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A.Z.: 1 guess, this age. I’'m happy with
my age right now. I'm forty years old.
I’'m quite productive in this age. You
understand better things. Forty years,
yes.

S.J.: It would be 20. Because you have
the whole world at your feet (as it’s said
in one popular movie). And the greatest
days are ahead.

What are your recommendations
for students at the time of distant
learning?

U.S.: My recommendation is please try
and stay as positive as possible. | know
it is difficult, I know it can be
emotionally overwhelming because the
current situation is quite unusual: it is
indeed very strange, it is something that
has not happened in the living memory,
even the oldest members of our families
are struggling to comprehend what is
going on. But one thing I know for sure
is that this is going to be over - the
quarantine is going to be over and we
will go back to our normally paced life
and we will be around people again and
we just need to make sure that we leave
this quarantine, self-isolation bubble
being as healthy as possible and it also
includes our mental health. The virus
outbreak is going to turn into history
one day but our mental health is going
to stay with us and we just need to make
sure that we don't damage it with
excessive  negative  thinking or
unhealthy habits. Try to incorporate
some self-care routine into your life. Of
course, you know yourself better than
anyone and you know what makes you
happier, what makes you calmer. But
just try to stick to healthier options: |
really recommend trying to limit the
amount of time you spend in front of
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computer and on your phone, try to
organize some real-life fun activities
instead. Include your family members,
your siblings, organize a movie night, a
game night, try to cook something
together, start a creative project, do
exercises, work out - there are so many
things that you could do either alone or
with your family members and think
about it as investment. You know,
investing into your mental health in
order to ensure that you feel good in the
future. And it's actually a win-win
situation because you will also develop
a bond with your family members that
you maybe didn't have before. Try to
think about the positive things and try
to focus on them. Start journaling,
maybe this way you will be able to
capture your feelings and thoughts and
you can read them five, ten years from
now when you will be sharing this
entire story with the future generation
for whom it will be just history. Start a
gratitude journal - it can be very
beneficial, take 5-10 minutes before
going to bed to write down 3-5 things
that you are grateful for today.

There are many ways to maintain our
mental health and to support: just be
creative about them and if you need
help don't hesitate to ask. | wish you
guys luck and I hope to see you very
soon!

A.Z.: Well, in fact, it’s not a distance
learning that’s difficult. Let’s say,
negative thing is not a distance learning.
It’s this worldwide pandemic that is
upsetting. However, distance learning
itself is very useful. And learning as a
self-study independently, individually
is very important in the age of
information, where you have all the
information. In principle you don’t
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need a teacher. You can basically find
everything on the Internet, paid or non-
paid, for free or not free. So, distance
learning  probably  teaches, not
probably, but as teachers we are trying
to induce students to learn by
themselves. And this is more than
probably will improve them even more.
Of course, you need a real school,
because of social skills, how to behave
with people, have friends. And, in fact,
the very important part of the learning
is social behavior. So, of course one
cannot only learn live. It should be the
basic aim of the schooling to prepare
students for the future, for their life. Of
course, one cannot learn everything by
distance learning. You need to have the
social context. So, from that perspective

I would love to go back to the school,
see my students, have a social
environment and my colleagues. But
distance learning is very advantageous,
you don’t lose time coming to school
and going back. So, make use of this
difficult times, make best of it, and |
hope 1| will see you in a month.
Goodbye!

S.J.: My recommendation is to keep
learning. Whether it’s regular or
distance learning. There is no
difference in program, in materials,
even in schedule. The only difference is
that you are not physically in class, but
you see and hear your teacher on your
computer, on your screen. You should
open your camera and microphone, ask
questions, take notes, be active during a

Since my childhood, I have been interested in art. While I make sculptures, it gives me inspiration. I
gain so much enjoyment when I create my statues.

I was 11 years when I started taking professional art courses, mainly focused on painting. Although
I did not know a lot about sculptures, I liked making and creating handmade small pieces. I never
thought that one day, I could be able to succeed in making sculptures. In the art gallery, I saw my
older groupmates making their statues. I was inspired by their sculpting techniques and I was not
able to continue to my painting. During the lesson I was thinking about starting to make sculptures.
At the end of the lesson, I approached my teacher and shared my opinion. He smiled and started to
give me advice. I remember his words as it is today: “To tell the truth, sculptures are different
and more complex than drawing. It requires much more patience, perseverance, and power.
Your hands will tingle, and you have to cut your nails, do not keep them long as well. Girls
are delicate than men and they do not like these kinds of situations. That is why most men
prefer interested in sculptures. However, it is your choice and you can choose a sketch for
the next lesson.” After the speech of my teacher, I just smiled and chose a unicorn sketch.

All week I just was thinking about making sculptures. It will be a new challenge- an advantage for
me. Unfortunately, I had 3 lessons left till the summer break. I did not even think to keep my classes
till the next year. So, I decided to start with plasticine sculpture instead of clay. After 3 lessons I had
finished the unicorn- my first sculpture with plasticine.
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Now I am 16 years old and my lessons are a
barrier between me and statues. Nevertheless,
I make an effort to find time for my hobby and
do it with love like for the first time. In the end,
I recommend you do everything with love and
do not afraid of “difficulties”. If you keep
thinking about the difficulties and maintain a
negative view, the result will not be what you
want.

During the holiday I only thought about new
artworks and clay sculptures. Finally, summer
finished and, through a span of two years, I
made eleven statues, briefs with clay and
plasticine. Dancer, artist, sportsmen,
bookworm figures, and different animals from
my imagination make up my sculpture
collection. It took three to four lessons (6-8
hours) to make each one of them. While I was
making them, I attempted to be very specific.
For instance, when I prepared clay statutes,
carefully created new colour tones, details, and
preferred the use of only my hands instead of
sculpture tools. In order to show my love,
attention, and interest in this hobby, I obtained

a lovely successful job, where I could share my

work with close people and exhibitions.

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So, let's check what | have for today, hmm ... presentation,
online lessons, and test.

THERE IS TEST TODAY?!?1?1?!
OH MY GOD And | was not prepared well!!!
Morning 10:00:

Oh god, | overslept an online lesson. And soon there will be a
test, but | did not prepare well.

Do you know this feeling?

| know it very clearly, at the beginning of online classes | was
constantly stressed and couldn't manage my time. | was often
late for classes, worried about tests, and so on.

Therefore, now | would like to share with my methods on how
to keep up with the study and spend time, get good grades,
and not experience a lot of stress:

To start off, let's look at the fact that students get a lot of
stress and anxiety from tests and homework, as well as from
not knowing where to use what.

First, how do you know what needs to be done, when, and
where to submit?

So, here are a couple of tips:

You can make a note with all the homework that you were
asked this week and write which day and date. When a new
one appears, just add it there. How to add and generally
understand what is on the next lesson?

At the end of almost every entry, the teacher says what they
are asking for the next lesson or what they will send you. Also,
another working method: download the blackboard
application and turn on notifications, so you will always know
what’s new to you.

Second- let's look at it from the side of tests. What to repeat
for tests, small checks, and midterms????

If there will soon be a small test and learning everything is
difficult, | advise this method: look at the material that you
have. Try to see what did this teacher talk about the most?
Whichever details were not even generalized and explained,
can be learned at the end. Before the midterm, teachers
create special folders with everything for the test.

Mindfulness wins
over stress!

If you write down the more complex details or objects in a
notebook, the brain remembers information faster and it will
be easier to remember on the exam, because thanks to the
letters, the hand remembers the movements and the
memory is the meaning of what is written.

But what about advice on presentations? For example, you
need to remember or learn a big presentation and you are
very lazy, or you do not understand its material. In order to
make it easier to learn, we can use a method similar to the
last advice. We remove pictures, all sorts of not specially
related materials, and we get clean content for study, so from
20 slides we get 1-13 slides with simple, exact information.

Lastly, even though you are ready for the tests and did your
homework, there is still a constant load and nervousness. It
seems that you will write a test badly, forget something, or
something bad can happen and this greatly affects you on the
test. Please remember a couple of the most important things:

Your worries and anxiety will not help the situation, but only
exacerbate it.

From the fact that you can get a bad grade, it does not mean
that you have problems with yourself or you are not good
enough. It means that next time you need to try better.

The main thing is not an assessment but knowledge- yes, it
sounds corny, but it's true. It is important to learn and show
how well you know- of course, everyone wants to get a high
grade, but do not worry so much about it. Afterall, there will
always be those who will be near you. You and your friends,
as well as the whole school, will go through this together.

If you feel that you are worried, for example about the
midterm, you should:

TALK ABOUT IT NOW!

If you feel very bad and are constantly worrying about the
lessons and stress, TALK about it, do not keep it in yourself.
There will be many who will understand you and help you, we
are all people and we need to share what is in our hearts. Tell
your family, for example, your mom, that you are worried,
talk with your mentor, adviser. They can help you for sure.

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In the Nagorno-Karabakh region of Azerbaijan, there lies a town —a community, full of nearly
all Azerbaijanis. During the late eighties and early nineties, it was plagued by conflicts with
Armenia, blockades, constant attacks, and fear of what awaits them. These tensions with the
neighboring country to the west were caused by Armenian historical claims to the Nagorno-
Karabakh region; they wanted to annex the region to Armenia. Part of their plan to take our
lands was to weaken this small city and they targeted it due to its location, strong Azeri
heritage, and historical evidence that disproved their claims.

This city is Khojaly and, on the night of February 25-26th, 1992, it was brutally attacked in the
Khojaly genocide. The city was surrounded on three sides by Armenian forces with the support
of the former USSR’s 366th regiment. Witnesses report seeing corpses left out in the snow,
watching their family members and friends get shot, and people begging for help. Innocent
civilians were taken, tortured, starved, and trapped without mercy. Body parts and accessories
were stolen off of the corpses. Those were able to run away, fled into the freezing woods
without any warmth, and some passed away due to the cold.

Six hundred thirteen lives were lost in total including sixty-three innocent children, one
hundred six women, and seventy helpless elderly. Eight families were killed off completely,
without any survivors to carry on their name and legacy and twenty-five children without any
parents to support them and watch them grow up. Four hundred eighty-seven people were
wounded, one thousand two hundred seventy-five were taken as hostages, and one hundred
fifty are still missing to this day.

These lost and damaged lives will not be forgotten and left in the battlefield. History and
Azerbaijan will never forget our fallen brothers and sisters, so every year on the twenty-six of
February, we honor them in our memories.

Although this fascinating Christmas
novel by Francesca Hornak may seem a
bit out-of-season at first, it has one
strong connection to everything that is
going on in the world right now-
quarantine.

B.B. This Let me describe a bit how
the magazine Azerbaijan International
began. Those were really difficult times

The Nagorno—Karabakh war had just
begun. Whenever the Western media
wrote anything about the conflict, bias
always crept in.

V.K. You interviewed Heydar Aliyev
many times. I think that speaks about
your bravery as a journalist, too. You
mentioned once that he told you “Don’t
think that I give interview to Western
journalists so frequently.”

B.B. Heydar Aliyev was very, very
conscious of the power of the media.
Often, when we came to Baku from Los
Angeles, we would show him the
magazine. He never, never said: “write
about this, or why did you do that”.

He never did that.

[ was to interview the President on the
flight between Houston and Chicago. At
the appointed time, [ was ushered up to
the front private section of the plane
where the President was. | sat down at a
table, opposite him. A translator joined
us. I set up my little tape recorder and
we started.

But then, suddenly, the plane hit some
strong turbulence. Horrors! The plane
started bouncing up and down. Panic!
Where was my seat belt?

So there | was, trying not to interrupt
the President,
nonchalant, like nothing was happening.

and trying to act
At the same time, my hands were
frantically discretely searching for my
seat belt. But the President saw me. He
stopped and smiled: “Don’t worry,” he
said emphatically, “I won’t the plane go
down.” We both laughed. But I buckled
up. And we continued with the interview.

But that simple joke stands out in my
mind as the essence of his personality.
President Aliyev had a great sense of
humor and he was always conscious
about what was going on around him and
what other people were thinking. And he
was very conscious of his power.

[ remember how he always loved to draw
attention to artists, composers and

writers. He knew the power of a smile,
a glance, a pause to greet someone.
He knew that if he put his attention on
someone, it would serve as spotlight
and others would take note and pay
attention, too. But his words were
especially meaningful when you
understand the context. Keep in mind,
the Soviet Union had collapsed (1991).
A devastating war with Armenians over
Karabakh had left nearly one million
their

homes. People were really frightened

Azerbaijanis  displaced from

about what would happen to the
country. But I think most of them had
confidence that President Aliyev really
would not let the country go down. I
think that’s how most people felt at
the time.

V.K. What would you recommend to
the youngest generation of ADA, who
are in the 10th and-11th grades? They
are the youngest and the most
promising for us. All our hopes are with
them. So, our expectations from them
are really high. T remember, you were
always talking about broad education,
liberal arts and the role of literature.
Our rector, Hafiz muallim gives very
simple advice — “Read. Read literature,
not only textbooks.”

B.B. Two things. First of all, we are now
facing so many big questions in this age
of the Coronavirus. There are so many
future is filled with

question marks. Life, when “we get out

unknowns. The

on the other side of Coronavirus” (as
people often say) is not going to be the
same as in the past. And to be honest,
we really don’t know what it will be like.
So, I think it’s really hard for students
to know what they can become, what
they can do, and how to prepare for a
career. It’s really, really a tough time
now. So I’d say, dear student, get to
know yourself on a very deep level. Try
to figure out what you really like? What
makes you excited? What gives you
energy? Find out who you are. Identify
your talents, your strengths, the things
you love. You are the one who will have
to figure out the best path for yourself.
Nobody else can really do it for you. And
you won’t know what that path is until
you start taking steps, one by one. So
don’t be afraid to start. Don’t be afraid
to make mistakes. Often, we learn the
most important lessons in life from our
mistakes.

And most of all: remember, in
the end, the most important thing in life is
exactly what Annie concluded after many
years. Though she was blind, she had great
vision.
